2.3. Fill in the return address and date at the beginning of the FOIA letter with yours.
2.4. Fill in the name at the end of the PA letter.
2.5. From the Catalog of Situational PA Deliverables listed later, copy and past all of the specific deliverables that you seek into section 5 of the PA, separating each by a horizontal line.
2.6. Select “View” and then “Header/Footer” within Microsoft Word menus.
2.7. Look in the lower right corner and change the number of pages to the correct number.
2.8. Print out the document on double-sided paper to keep the size down.
2.9. Sign the end of the document in front of the notary.
2.10. Have the notary sign the document.  This will prevent you from having to provide an ID with your request.
2.11. Make one copy to mail off and keep the original.
2.12. Send the request by one of the following or more methods:

2.12.2. Certified mail at your local post office with return receipt requested.
3. PROTECT YOUR LEGAL EVIDENCE.
Keep the original in a safe place locked up, preferably away from your house so that it may not be seized.  Also, scan it in as a full color PDF and make backups you keep in several locations.  One of the first things a judge will do if you want the document admitted as evidence in a legal trial is ask about the chain of custody of the document and whether it has remained under your own control at all times so that there is an assurance that it was not tampered with.
